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Identity is a complex concept. It is only used in an appropriate way with respect to beings that are equipped with self-reference, i.e. to living beings. Human, personal identity is to a large extent due to self-reflection, is not a permanent possession but a product of execution, it always includes fictitious parts, influences our life and is from the outset not a solipsistic but a social matter.
Contemporary identities - individual as well as collective ones - are constitutively transcultural. They no longer follow the specifications of nation, gender, skin color or profession, but cross such schemata. In fact, personal identity has long been transcultural. This applies equally, at the macro level, to the historical constitution of cultures. If one analyzes even halfway thoroughly and does not close oneself to the findings, this transculturality becomes evident. Everything else is denial of reality.
